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A native from the city of Craiova, Commander Gheorma began his navy
career in 1998 as a student at the Romanian Naval Academy “Mircea cel Batrân”,
graduated and was commissioned as an ensign in 1998.

Gheorma served onboard several minesweepers as a Mine Warfare, Navigation,
Executive and Commanding Officer.

In 2018, he graduated from the Command College at “Carol I” National
Defence University with a master’s degree in Military Sciences, afterwhich he was
appointed as Commanding Officer of the Romanian MUSCA class minesweeper

2019), ARIADNE (2016), and SEA SHIELD (2016).

His awards include the Romanian Military Honorific Insignia “Service
in the Armed Forces” for his 15 years of service and he was granted the honorary
title of Romanian Armed Forces Veteran.
